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What We Recycle in the Mix:

Paper:
Cardboard
Writing Papers
Newspapers
Paper Bags
Metal Containers
Tin Cans
Aluminum Cans
Plastic Containers (1z 7 Bottles and Tubs)
Same as at home
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Include paper of all colors (tape,
staples, glue, paper clips okay),
envelopes (windows and labels
okay), spiral-bound notebooks,
file folders, phone books and
milk cartons (empty and rinsed).

Call your garbage and recycling
company for preparation
instructions.

Flatten cardboard boxes.

Include yogurt-type containers
(6 ounces or larger), rigid plant
pots (4 inches or larger) and
buckets (5 gallons or smaller).
Rinse containers.

Include rinsed aluminum, tin
and steel food cans, empty
aerosol cans and empty, dry,
metal paint cans

Remove food from foil. Crumple
into loosely-packed balls

Include scrap metal that is smaller

than 30 inches in any direction
and less than 40 pounds.
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Do not include coffee cups,
|abel-backing sheets, frozen
food boxes, bath tissue, paper
towels, or waxed cardboard
boxes

Do not place loose in
recycling container.

Do not include wax-coated
cardboard, take-out food
containers or pizza boxes

Do not include plastic
bags, lids or take-out food
containers.

Do not flatten. Do not include
lids (unless they are attached
to cans).

Do not include metal that
has plastic, food, or other
non-metal materials attached.

RECYCLE GLASS SEPARATELY

Recycle glass bottles and jars in a

separate container.

Do not include lightbulbs,
drinking glasses, or dishware

BUSINESS RECYCLING PRACTICES

A guide for businesses needing to establish
effective recycling systems.

Implemention of these Business Recycling Practices (BRPs) establishes
compliance with the Business Recycling Requirement.

1. Work with your garbage hauler to establish a two-sort recycling service (at a
minimum) where glass is collected in one container and all other recyclables
are collected in another container.

2. Make internal and external recycling containers at least as conveniently
located as garbage containers.

3. Correctly label all interior and exterior recycling containers and provide
accurate signs and instructions that identify the materials the business must
source separate for recycling (available from the City).

4. Conduct training of new employees/new tenants and educate all employees/
tenants at least once annually.

5. Work with your property management, janitorial, and/or maintenance providers
in order to meet these recycling program goals.

For these BRPs to be considered complete, management must commit to
maintaining the system and designate a point of contact for the recycling and
waste prevention activities in the business.
